Respect the animals

• Stick with your group throughout your visit,  
and don’t walk through intersections or the 
parking area without your chaperone. 

Be responsible
• Pick up after yourself and dispose of all trash  

in the appropriate receptacles. 

• Food and drink are not permitted in the  
Exhibit Area, Animal Barn or the Pet Center.

Chaperones
